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WHERE DO I START WHEN PLANNING MY RECEPTION?

The following suggestions are optional and the order can be changed or events eliminated!

You are welcome to design a unique itinerary with your DJ.

BEFORE BRIDE & GROOM ARRIVE

We suggest that your D.J. start prior to the arrival of your guests.

Music is key to setting the mood and you should be sure that your D.J. 

will not be unloading equipment or setting up after guests have arrived.

ARRIVAL OF BRIDE & GROOM

(If D.J. start time is prior to arrival of bride & groom)

Your D.J. should meet your bridal party at the entrance to greet and organize your grand entrance

Announce entrance of bride, groom and bridal party

Entire bridal party lines up across the dance floor and guests are 

invited to take pictures (“Picture perfect opportunity”)

DINNER

Announce the beginning of dinner.

(If  buffet, announce serving order – captain’s call suggested for parties of 200 or more)

Continue playing background music.

TOAST

As soon as all guests have been served or bridal party is finished with dinner, introduce best man for toast (Remember!  You may need approximately 10 minutes to find, pop and pour champagne)

CAKE CUTTING

Announce the beginning of cake cutting ceremony and play a “cut the cake” song

FIRST DANCE

Play bride and groom’s first dance as husband and wife

Invite bridal party to dance (½ way through bride/groom waltz, separate dance or eliminate)

Invite parents of bride and groom to dance (two separate dances or one together)

(We do not suggest more than three dances total)

BOUQUET TOSS

Invite single ladies to the dance floor and give countdown to the bouquet toss

(Alternative is to have an anniversary dance for married couples and present the bouquet to the longest married)

GARTER TOSS

Groom removes garter

Invite bachelors to the dance floor and give countdown to toss

DANCE! DANCE! DANCE!
